1.1. GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

1.2. WORK AREA SAFETY

v Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

v Evaluate your working area before using the tool.

x DO NOT operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools
create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

BATTERY PACK REMOVAL AND REPLACEMENT

Switch the machine off before removing the battery pack.

Press the battery latches in (located either side of grip and withdraw the battery pack (fig.1).

To replace the battery pack, push the stem into the drill until the latches engage.

NOTE: The battery pack can only be inserted in the correct orientation.

BATTERY CHARGING

NOTE: Batteries that have been out of use for some time or are new may not accept a full charge. This is not a battery fault; the battery
may need to be discharged and charged a couple of times to restore full capacity.

Connect the charger to the electric power supply. A flashing green LED will show.

Insert the battery into the charger. A steady red light will show.

When fully charged, a steady green LED will show. The battery is ready for use.

USING THE WRENCH

Fit the socket to the wrench by snapping it onto the square drive.

Select the required direction of rotation. To change direction, turn the direction selector (fig.1) to the left or right.

DO NOT attempt to change the direction of rotation whilst trigger is depressed.

Speed can be controlled by varying the finger pressure on the trigger. Initial pressure will switch on the worklight.

The trigger can be locked in the off position when required to prevent accidental use.

When tightening, take care not to over-torque small fixings.

NOTE: On critical fixings always check the torque with a torque wrench according to the product or vehicle manufacturer’s guidelines.
