1. SAFETY
1.1.   ELECTRICAL SAFETY

 �   WARNING! It is the user’s responsibility to check the following:
 Check all electrical equipment and appliances to ensure that they are safe before using. Inspect power supply leads, plugs and all   
 electrical connections for wear and damage. Sealey recommend that an RCD (Residual Current Device) is used with all electrical   
 products. You may obtain an RCD by contacting your local Sealey stockist. 
 If the hammer is used in the course of business duties, it must be maintained in a safe condition and routinely PAT (Portable   
 Appliance Test) tested.
 Electrical safety information, it is important that the following information is read and understood.

1.1.1.   Ensure that the insulation on all cables and on the appliance is safe before connecting it to the power supply. 
1.1.2.   Regularly inspect power supply cables and plugs for wear or damage and check all connections to ensure that they are secure.
 IMPORTANT: Ensure that the voltage rating on the appliance suits the power supply to be used and that the plug is fitted with the   
 correct fuse - see fuse rating in these instructions.

 8   DO NOT pull or carry the appliance by the power cable.
 8   DO NOT pull the plug from the socket by the cable. Remove the plug from the socket by maintaining a firm grip on the plug.
 8   DO NOT use worn or damaged cables, plugs or connectors. Ensure that any faulty item is repaired or replaced immediately by a   

 qualified electrician.
1.1.3.   This product is fitted with a BS1363/A 13 Amp 3 pin plug. 
 If the cable or plug is damaged during use, switch the electricity supply and remove from use. 
 Replace a damaged plug with a BS1363/A 13 Amp 3 pin plug. If in doubt contact a qualified electrician.
 Class II products are wired with live (brown) and neutral (blue) only and are marked with the Class II symbol; 

 A) Connect the BROWN live wire to the live terminal ‘L’.
 B) Connect the BLUE neutral wire to the neutral terminal ‘N’.
 C) After wiring, check that there are no bare wires and ensure that all wires have been correctly connected. 

 Ensure that the cable outer sheath extends inside the cable restraint and that the restraint is tight. 
 8   DO NOT connect either wire to the earth terminal.

 Sealey recommend that repairs are carried out by a qualified electrician. 
1.2.   GENERAL SAFETY

 9   Disconnect hammer from the mains power before changing accessories, servicing or performing any maintenance. 
 9   Maintain hammer in good condition. Check moving parts and alignment and keep chisels in good, sharp condition. If necessary use an  

 authorised service agent.
 9   Replace or repair damaged parts. Use recommended parts only. Unauthorised parts may be dangerous and will invalidate the warranty.
 9   Wear approved safety eye protection with side shields, ear defenders, safety shoes, heavy duty gloves and a dust mask.   
 9   Remove ill fitting clothing. Remove ties, watches, rings, other loose jewellery and contain long hair. 
 9   Use hammer in an adequate working area for its function, keep area clean, tidy and free from unrelated materials, ensure adequate lighting.
 9   Prevent body contact with grounded surfaces to avoid electric shock i.e. pipes, radiators, ranges, refrigerators etc. 
 9   Evaluate your working area before using the hammer i.e. ceiling, floors and enclosures may contain hidden electrical wires or water piping. 
 9   Maintain correct balance and footing. 
 8   DO NOT over-reach and ensure the floor is not slippery and wear non skid safety shoes. 
 9   The supplementary handle grip should always be attached for use. DO NOT attempt to operate this tool with one hand.  
 9   Keep children and unauthorised persons away from the working area. 
 8   DO NOT hold unsecured work in your hand.   
 9   Avoid unintentional starting and ensure the lock on button is disengaged before use. 
 8   DO NOT force the hammer to achieve a task it was not designed to perform. 
 8   DO NOT operate hammer where there are flammable liquids or gasses. 
 8   DO NOT carry the hammer with your finger on the power switch, or carry by the power cord, or leave the hammer running whilst unattended. 
 9   When not in use switch hammer off, remove plug from power supply, clean the hammer and store in safe, dry, child proof area.
 8   DO NOT get the hammer wet or use in damp or wet locations.  
 8   DO NOT operate the hammer if any parts are missing or the hammer is damaged as this may cause failure and/or possible personal injury. 
 8   DO NOT operate the hammer when you are tired, under the influence of alcohol, drugs or intoxicating medication. 
 9   Limit the exposure time by taking frequent rest periods. Vibration caused by hammer action may be harmful to your hands and arms.

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2. INTRODUCTION
Powerful demolition breaker hammer with 1” SDS-Hex chuck. Vibration reducing rubber grips. Heavy-duty metal body construction. Anti-
fatigue trigger lock. 360° Auxiliary handle. Supplied in metal storage case with a point chisel and a 30mm flat chisel.

4. OPERATION
 �   WARNING! Disconnect hammer from the mains  

 power before changing accessories, servicing or  
 performing any maintenance.

 IMPORTANT: This machine is designed for  
 heavy duty demolition and chiselling work  
 using the appropriate chisel.

 ▲   DANGER! Check the drilling point for concealed  
 electrical cables, gas and water pipes using a  
 cable/pipe detector.

4.1.  ADJUSTABLE HANDLE
4.1.1.   To position the adjustable handle (fig.1.3),  

 unscrew the adjusting knob (fig.1.8) and rotate  
 the handle to the preferred position, tighten the  
 knob fully.

 IMPORTANT: This tool must always be used  
 with the adjustable handle secured in place  
 and held with both hands.

 ▲   DANGER: The machine must only be held  
 using the two handles. Otherwise the user 
 may suffer an electric shock if they chisel into  
 cables.

4.2.   INSERTING THE TOOL
4.2.1.   Clean the chisel before fitting it, apply a thin  

 coating of grease to the tool shaft.
4.2.2.   Pull out the locking bolt (fig.1.4) as far as   

 possible, turn it through 180° and release it  
 (fig.2). 

4.2.3.   Insert the tool into the tool mounting (fig.2) and  
 push it in as far as possible (fig.3).

4.2.4.   Pull out the locking bolt (fig.1.4) again, turn it  
 through 180° in the opposite direction and  
 release it (fig.3).

4.2.5.   Check the lock by pulling the tool.
4.3.   REMOVING THE TOOL
4.3.1.   To remove the tool, reverse process 4.2.
4.4.   SWITCHING ON AND OFF
4.4.1.   To switch ON: press the trigger switch and  

 hold on (fig.4.2). To switch OFF: release the  
 trigger switch (fig.4.2).

4.4.2.   Press the trigger switch and engage the lock  
 for continual use. Press the trigger switch  
 again to release the trigger lock.

 NOTE: You will only achieve good results if  
 you use sharp chisels. You should therefore  
 sharpen the chisels promptly to ensure that  
 they produce good results and provide a long  
 service life.
 IMPORTANT: You only require slight contact pressure for chiselling. Excessive contact pressure will place an unnecessary strain   
 on the motor. Check the chisels at regular intervals. Sharpen or replace blunt chisels.

 WARNING! The vibration value changes according to the area of application of the electric tool and may exceed the specified   
 value in exceptional circumstances.
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5. MAINTENANCE
 �   WARNING! Disconnect hammer from the mains power before changing accessories, servicing or performing any maintenance. 

5.1.   CLEANING   
5.1.1.   Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor housing free of dirt and dust as far as possible. 
5.1.2.  Wipe the equipment with a clean cloth or blow it with compressed air at low pressure, wear appropriate Personal Protective Equipment.
5.1.3.  It is a recommendation that the device is cleaned, immediately after every use.
5.1.4.  Clean the equipment regularly with a moist cloth and some soft soap. DO NOT use cleaning agents or solvents; these could attack the  

 plastic parts of the equipment.
 IMPORTANT: Ensure that no water can seep into the device.
5.2.   CARBON BRUSHES   
5.2.1.   In case of excessive sparking, have the carbon brushes checked only by a qualified electrician.
 IMPORTANT: The carbon brushes should not be replaced by anyone but a qualified electrician.
5.3.   SERVICING
5.3.1.   Check the oil level (fig.5) before using the machine.
5.3.2.   Place the machine on the floor with the tool mounting pointing downwards. The oil must be at least 3 mm above the bottom edge of  

 the inspection window (fig.5).
5.4.   CHANGING THE OIL 
5.4.1.   The oil should be changed after around 40-50 hours of use. Recommended oil: 25ml SAE 15W/40 or an alternative of the same quality.
5.4.2.   Switch off the machine and pull the mains plug out of the socket. Undo the hexagonal head screw with the inspection window   

 (fig.6.6) using the wrench (fig.6.7) and drain the oil. 
5.4.3.   To prevent the oil from running out in an uncontrolled manner, hold a small metal chute under the opening and collect the oil in  

 a vessel until it has fully drained out of the machine.
 IMPORTANT: The waste oil must be disposed of in the appropriate collection point for waste oil.
5.4.4.   Add new oil (approx. 25 ml) through the oil filler opening (fig.6) until the oil level reaches the required level. 
5.4.5.   Tighten the hexagonal screw again. Re-check the oil level after a short period of operation.

NB: ensure that the length of leader hoses is sufficient to allow unrestricted use, as this also helps to reduce vibration.

The state of maintenance of the tool itself is also an important factor, a poorly maintained tool will also increase the risk of Hand Arm Vibration 
Syndrome.

Health surveillance.
We recommend a programme of health surveillance to detect early symptoms of vibration injury so that management procedures  
can be modified accordingly.

Personal protective equipment.
We are not aware of any personal protective equipment (PPE) that provides protection against vibration injury that may result from the 
uncontrolled use of this tool. We recommend a sufficient supply of clothing (including gloves) to enable the operator to remain warm and dry 
and maintain good blood circulation in fingers etc. Please note that the most effective protection is prevention, please refer to the Correct Use 
and Maintenance section in these instructions.
