2. INTRODUCTION
 Designed to remove the lip and corrosion that can form on the brake disc.
 The handle bolts to the hub and provides a smooth easy method 
	 of	spinning	the	disc	for	effortless	lip	and	corrosion	removal.	The	set
 consists of crank handle, scraper and steel blades x2.

3. OPERATION
 NOTE: Ensure you read and understand safety section above.  
3.1.   With the road wheel removed and the vehicle securely and safely raised,
	 fix	the	crank	handle	to	the	wheel	hub	using	the	original	fixings	(either	
 bolts or nuts).
3.2.   To load the blade, unscrew the blade clamp from the handle and loosen
	 it	sufficiently	to	slide	the	blade	in.	Firmly	retighten	the	clamp	onto	blade.
3.3.   Brace the blade on the calliper, rotate the wheel using the crank handle while pressing the blade onto the disc lip or rim.
