v' Before each use, check condition of suction cup. Examine rubber pads for excessive glaze, cuts or roughness. If any component is worn
or damaged replace immediately.

x DO NOT clean the suction cup with solvents or other harsh chemicals.

v' Use genuine parts only. Unauthorised parts may be dangerous and will invalidate the warranty.

v' Use in a suitable work area. Keep area free from unrelated materials and ensure that there is adequate lighting.

2. INTRODUCTION

Two glass-reinforced plastic gripper handles with four @115mm lever operated suction pads. Powerful suction will handle 60kg of windscreen.
Supplied with ratchet tie down to fix screen in position if required.

4. OPERATION

IMPORTANT: The suction cup is designed to work best on
windscreens at a room temperature of 20°C. Cold
temperatures, humidity and other surface contamination may
reduce the holding capacity of the tool. The tool may not be as
effective on other sheet materials such as plastic and metal.
Moisture and other contaminants will also reduce the slip
resistance of the cup.

4.1. Ensure that the windscreen to be moved is clean, dry
and free from oil and grease.

4.2. Remove the protective cover from the suction cups.
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4.3. Holding the handle, firmly push the suction cups onto the windscreen and close down the suction levers. The suction cups should now be
firmly attached and ready for use.

NOTE: The suction cup is designed for lifting, carrying and holding objects for a short period of time only. If circumstances cause an
object to be held for longer than expected, the grip must be checked frequently.

4.4.  Only release the suction cups when the load has been set down. To release the suction cup from the surface to which it is attached, open
the suction lever, releasing the vacuum. DO NOT use any sharp object to loosen the suction cup as it may damage the rubber and
prevent the tool creating suction.

4.5.  Refit the protective cover onto the suction cup and store it in a clean, dry, childproof location.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1.  Check condition of suction cup regularly, if damaged replace using genuine parts only.
5.2. Always keep suction cup clean and free of oil and grease. Clean regularly with a non-aggressive cleaner.
5.3. In order to preserve elasticity, do not expose rubber pads to sunlight over an extended period of time.
